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There are many reasons why we need Congress
but it is equally true Congress needs to hear from
us! Here is a current example. Most of us, | sus-
pect, would support an increase in the minimum
wage. But the clamor of special interests and power
brokering have resulted in Congress’ deciding to tie
the current minimum wage bill to an Irag war sup-
plemental spending package. What that means is
that the only way to pass a higher minimum wage is
to vote for spending more on the Iraq war at the
same time. Bob Edgar of the NCCC puts it this
way, “It is reprehensible for Congress to attach the
federal minimum wage to a funding request for what
most religious leaders in America have called an
immoral war. It is also immoral to ask the working
poor and other taxpayers to pay for the wage in-
crease by offering tax breaks to business. Religious
leaders have consistently called the federal budget
a moral document and decried its continued prefer-
ential option for the rich.”

In my view the minimum wage is too important for
too many people to be used as currency in a war,

and | encourage you to let your Congress person

know--whether you agree with them or not--before
April 13, 2007.

Our SOTH ByLaws Revision Committee has re-
sumed its task. The goal is to present a completed
revision for congregational review, discussion and
approval in the near future.

The UCC/DOC offer a generic template but oth-
erwise encourage each congregation to develop its
own Articles of Incorporation and ByLaws. In our
case, these documents must adhere to California
law governing non-profit corporations.

ByLaws are guidelines for due process. They
address membership requirements, congregational
meetings and governance of the church, delegation
of authority to the Administrative Board, the function
of officers and other directors, congregational com-
mittees, ministerial and church staff, denominational
affiliation, also procedures for nomination/election of
congregational officers and amendment of ByLaws.

Congregational members are warmly encour-
aged to offer their thoughts and ideas about these
matters. Right now is a good time to submit your
suggestions IN WRITING to the Church office (or
directly to the Committee Chair) for careful consid-
eration by the ByLaws Committee.
